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LETTER FROM THE CHIEF JUSTICE

elcome to the annual review of the DIFC Courts’ fifth

year in operation and my first report as Chief Justice.

Like every year since the Courts’ inception, 2010 was a

period of fast-paced progress and development. It was
also a year of increasing case load, value and complexity.

With the foundations of a world-class infrastructure already set in place
some time ago, recent years have seen the Courts building upon best
practice ground work, whilst getting down to the business of delivering
swift, accessible and transparent justice, on a day-to-day basis.

The assurance of a commercial court is never more vital for an economic
centre than today, and the achievements made by the DIFC Courts in
2010 have further served to strengthen the evident confidence in the
DIFC’s offering to international business.

The paradox of valuing a court system by its case volume was examined
in my predecessor’s 2009 report introduction, and it must not be
forgotten that the DIFC’s infrastructure for justice is here to encourage
dispute resolution at the earliest and easiest opportunity. However, the
increasing activity, particularly in the Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT"), and
the increasing complexity of cases heard in 2010, demonstrate that the
DIFC's international constituencies are choosing the DIFC Courts’ judicial
system for efficient and fair dispute settlements.

The Courts are proud to be able to publish case disposal statistics which
are among the best in the world, despite the increasing volume of cases
and case complexities. Once again this year, 90 percent of small claims
cases were completed in less than three weeks.

The frenetic activity in the Small Claims Tribunal, which witnessed a 27
percent increase in case load from 2009, has started to define one of
the most important roles of the Courts in the DIFC. The low cost and
quick access to justice that the informal dispute resolution platform
offers employers and employees (especially in the SME sector) has
proved invaluable and has justly garnered much praise from the Courts’
stakeholders, as reported in the media in 2010.

The increase in the Small Claims Tribunal’s maximum case threshold was
welcomed by the region’s thought-leaders. The Small Claims Tribunal’s
“remarkable track record” (Jara-Puyod, Gulf Times) earned public accolades
and the Court was hailed as “a welcome addition to the dispute resolution
framework in DIFC, which seeks to enhance access to justice for SMEs
and individuals” (Jaballah, A/ Tamimi and Company; Gulf News). The legal
community was pleased to report that the SCT is “one of the stand-out
features at the DIFC Courts, [which] has helped many people with cases
that benefit from the lower cost and swifter service that the small claims
tribunal offers in 2010.” (Al Hashimi, Global Advocates, Zawya).

During this last year, it became quite clear that the DIFC Courts had
thoroughly cemented an international reputation as a leading centre
for justice in the region. This status extended beyond the global

legal community to a wider commercial and political world too. We were
especially proud when former UK Minister of Justice, Jack Straw, visited the
Courts in the latter half of the year and commented that he was “extremely
impressed with the progressive efforts that have been made in creating what
appears to be a judicial centre of excellence, not just in this region but indeed
globally.” He continued that at the DIFC Courts he had witnessed a judicial
system which demonstrated “integrity, professionalism, and readiness to
embrace change” and that the Courts were “world class” in their standards.

Indeed, praise for the Courts continued throughout 2010, with the legal
community and the national media applauding the Courts’ “promising
future in shaping Dubai’s framework into a world-class legal system of
justice” (Yamalova, Al Sayyah, Property Magazine), the Courts “emergence
as an increasingly important venue for dealing with commercial disputes”
(Hope, The National) and the Courts’ example of “delivering global
institutions transparent, efficient justice” (Jara-Puyod, Gulf Times).

In 2010, the Prime Minister of the UAE and Ruler of Dubai, His Highness
Sheikh Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum suggested that “the DIFC
Courts have played a vital part in DIFC’s development into a prominent
global financial centre”.

The question of whether to expand the jurisdiction of DIFC Courts was often
a subject of reports in the media in 2010. Legal commentators questioned
when, how and where an extension may be given. “The familiarity of the
common law system of the DIFC affords much needed security to foreign
investors and the region as a whole could benefit from an extension of
the Courts’ jurisdiction. If it happened, it's going to give confidence to
international investors who are here or intend to come here,” was one
opinion voiced in a regional trade title (Basit, JSA, The Brief).

This worldwide reputation for cutting-edge justice is a result of five
years of continuous review and development based on best—in—class
courts’ benchmarks. For such achievements, | must pay tribute to my
predecessor, former Chief Justice Sir Anthony Evans, whose leadership at
the helm of the Courts since their 2005 inception will always be revered
as one of the most important periods in the Courts’ history. Sir Anthony’s
international service to justice is continually inspiring.

The continued and impressive progress made by the Courts in their relatively
short life, the justice they have served in that time and the strength they have
lent the DIFC’s offering for international business, is in large thanks to its
supportive team. The varied and experienced bench of judges, much praised
in the international media, and the solid and dedicated Registry team here
have been and will continue to be the foundation of the Courts’ success.

The DIFC Courts' successes also owe huge gratitude to the DIFC Authority,
the DIFC’s Governor, H.E. Ahmad Humaid Al Tayer, to our partner judicial
systems and to the UAE’s Prime Minister and Ruler of Dubai, His Highness
Sheikh Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum.

It only remains for me to call upon all our stakeholders for equal support,
diligence and dedication in 2011 and to offer the Courts’ fullest support to

that same group over the coming year.

Former Chief Justice, Sir Anthony Evans
Sir Anthony Evans was appointed Chief Justice of the DIFC Courts in April
2005, where he served until his retirement in 2010.

Former Chief Justice Sir Anthony Evans has extensive experience as an
arbitrator, with particular emphasis on international commercial arbitration.
Before being appointed as Judge, Sir Anthony practiced as a Barrister,
specialising in commercial cases. He became Queen’s Counsel in 1971 and
a Recorder of the Crown Court in 1972. He was a High Court Judge in
England and Wales from 1984 until 1992, where he regularly sat in the
Commercial Court and from 1990 until 1992 he was a Judge in charge
of the Commercial list there. Sir Anthony was a Lord Justice of Appeal (a
member of the Court of Appeal) from 1992 until his retirement in 2000.

Since 2000, he has continued to sit from time to time in the Court of
Appeal and as a member of the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council.
He is also a member of the Court of Appeal in Bermuda.

Former Chief Justice, Sir Anthony Evans is Chair of the Special Tribunal
Related to Dubai World, which was established pursuant to Decree No.
57 of 20009.

he decree to appoint new Chief Justice, Michael Hwang

SC, was made by H.H. Sheikh Mohammad Bin Rashid Al

and Ruler of Dubai, upon the retirement of Chief Justice
Sir Anthony Evans in 2010. In turn, a new Deputy Chief Justice
was also appointed when Sir Anthony Colman was elevated to
this post.

Sir Anthony Evans departed after five years of overseeing numerous
achievements at the DIFC Courts, such as the development of a pro
bono scheme, aimed at offering free, accessible justice to all; the
Small Claims Tribunal; and a Professional Code of Conduct which
ensures a high standard of legal representation for all DIFC Courts’
users. Sir Anthony Evans also oversaw the introduction of the
Urgent Application facility and the electronic Case Management
System and he played a key role in signing the various memoranda
of understanding and jurisdiction and enforcement protocols with
the Dubai Courts.

Justice Michael Hwang, SC was appointed as the Deputy Chief
Justice of the DIFC Courts in April 2005 and he brings extensive
experience with him to his new role as Chief Justice.

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LETTER FROM THE REGISTRAR

Continued rapid development in 2010

e have seen continued development and growth in

2010. The Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT") saw a case

increase of nearly 27 per cent, with 81 cases filed,

highlighting the Courts’ role as a trusted dispute
settlement platform for individuals and SMEs in the DIFC. In 2010,
over 90 per cent of cases heard in the Small Claims Tribunal were
settled in less than three weeks — an outstanding figure for the only
court of its kind in the Middle East.

The Court of First Instance (“CFI”) affirmed its position as first
choice for complex, high value cases in 2010, with the average case
value amount totalling to USD4 million. Although 2010 witnessed
a decrease in the number of CFl cases filed (from 36 in 2009 to
27 in 2010) the complexity of the cases that the Court was asked
to adjudicate over, continued to increase throughout the year. Last
year we saw a wider variety of claim types and in certain cases
the complexity was high, e.g. a USD84 million claim pertaining to
the adjudication over an Islamic finance instrument (a Murabaha
contract). The increasing complexity of and the consistently high
value of cases filed at the DIFC Courts demonstrates the trust our
constituents hold in us. Jurisdiction arguments also became more
intricate, perhaps as parties increasingly tried to squeeze themselves
within the jurisdiction of the Court and the Judges carefully
considered each.

As well as examining caseload activity, this report will, as always,
analyse the other advancements made at the DIFC Courts in the year.
Advancements for regional justice, led by the Courts, facilitated by
its first class bench and Registry team, expedited by the very best
in Courts’ administration and technological systems and enabled
through collaboration with our partner judicial bodies.

Collaboration, one of the cornerstone values of the Courts,
motivated a number of milestone alliances in 2010. Much was
gained from crucial, existing partnerships, such as that with the
Dubai Courts, which was strengthened throughout the vyear
and from important new relationships which were formalised.
Relationships with the UAE’s Ministry of Justice, the Ras Al Khaimah
Courts and Jordanian Ministry of Justice, were cemented through
Memoranda of Understanding.

Our relationships with our partner courts, in particular those in the
UAE, are of great importance to us and are crucial in ensuring the
effectiveness and enforcement of justice. The sharing of best practice,
ideas and local experience and furthering the discussion of regional
judicial issues is invaluable and it is to this end that we worked very
closely on a number of initiatives with our fellow Dubai court.

The Courts continued to dedicate time and resources to knowledge
sharing in 2010 and we were only too happy to open our doors
to delegations from bodies including the Qatar Financial Centre
Courts, the International Monetary Fund and the Attorney General

of Ireland, as well as various international and regional business and
educational institutions.

In addition, in a bid to learn, to raise awareness and to increase
understanding of the DIFC Courts, various members of the bench
and Registry team attended and spoke at important international
legal events and regional economic conferences in 2010. I, myself,
was honoured to represent the Courts at the World Economic
Forum, as a Member of the Global Agenda on the International
Legal System, amongst other public engagements.

Educational outreach was no less important in 2010 as it has been
in other years and so another four of the Courts’ Lecture Series
seminars were held in the year. These were very well received by the
legal and business communities alike.

Internally at the Courts, administrative and technological processes
are constantly in review, to ensure the most efficient systems. In
2010, the launch of an electronic Case Management System
changed the way that users can register applications, file case
papers, track case advancements and receive case and Courts’
updates. The web-based system was heralded as one of the most
innovative public service initiatives of the year and was, in-turn,
nominated for a number of awards.

The appointment of our new Chief Justice Michael Hwang was
important for the DIFC Courts and it marked the completion of a very
successful five years in which the former Chief Justice, Sir Anthony
Evans led many regional judicial firsts such as the Pro-Bono scheme
and the Courts’ Code of Conduct. It also marks the beginning of a
new period, in which one of the world’s leading commercial Judges
and existing DIFC Courts’ bench members, Chief Justice Michael
Hwang, took over the reins of our busier Courts.

The expanded Courts’ team of 2010 did a remarkable job in seeing
that all Courts’ users had access to fair and consistent justice, as well
as the most professional of services and case support, something for
which our Customer Service Award, won in 2010, goes some way
to recognise.

In collaboration, the DIFC Courts’ judicial bench, their registry
team, Courts’ Users’ Committee and Rules Sub-Committee worked
tirelessly to provide a world-class system of justice that is reliable,
accessible, efficient and fair, with an unconditional commitment to
the rule of law and the fulfilment of its statutory function. Their
dedication upheld the principles of fairness and impartiality and
enabled the consistent dispensation of equal justice, according to
the law and international best practice. For this | thank them and
urge them all to maintain the same energy and integrity in 2011.

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ORGANISATIONAL STRUCTURE
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Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT")

Was set up to enable access to justice in a swift and efficient manner for disputes of less than
AED100,000, or higher in cases where both parties agree to use the SCT. The Tribunal’s Rules
were created following extensive consultation and review of international best practices and
provide a clear framework for all stages of the SCT process.

The chief characteristics of the SCT are:

e Cases in the SCT are resolved in an expeditious, cost-efficient manner without the need for
lawyers. This allows the SCT to resolve more than 90% of disputes in less than two weeks.

e The process requires the claimant to fill in a simple claim form and lodge it with the
SCT Registry.

e Concerned parties then attend a consultation before a SCT Judge, who will attempt to mediate
the dispute.

e The SCT aims to settle each dispute within the two weeks of submission of the claim.

e If the dispute is not resolved at the consultation stage, the matter is fixed for a hearing within
one week of the consultation at which point the SCT judge will issue directions.

Court of First Instance (“CFI")

Hears cases where the amount in dispute exceeds the SCT’s jurisdiction. A single Judge hears
the proceedings.

The CFI has exclusive jurisdiction over:

e Civil or commercial cases and disputes involving the DIFC, any of the DIFC's bodies or any of the
DIFC’s establishments.

o Civil or commercial cases and disputes arising from or related to a contract that has been fulfilled
or a transaction that has been carried out, in whole or in part in the DIFC.

¢ Objections filed against a decision made by the DIFC's bodies, which are subject to objection in
accordance with the DIFC's laws and regulations.

e Any application over which the Courts have jurisdiction in accordance with the DIFC's law
and regulations.

Court of Appeal (“CA")

Deals with a variety of civil and commercial disputes and it comprises at least three Judges.

The CA has exclusive jurisdiction over:

¢ Appeals filed against judgments and awards made by the CFI.

e Interpretation of any article of the DIFC's laws based upon the request of any of the DIFC's
establishments, provided that the establishment obtains leave of the Chief Justice in this
regards. Such interpretation shall have the power of law.

e The Court of Appeal is the highest court in the DIFC and no appeal shall arise from a decision
of this Court.

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JUDICIAL BENCH AND COURTS' TEAM

Chief Justice Michael Hwang

Justice Michael Hwang, SC, was appointed as the Chief Justice of
the DIFC Courts in June 2010. Prior to this, Chief Justice Michael
Hwang had served as Deputy Chief Justice of the DIFC Courts since
April 2005.

From 1972 to 1991, and again from 1993 to 2002, he was a partner
in Allen & Gledhill, the largest law firm in Singapore and served as
the Head of its Litigation and Arbitration Department for 10 years.
In 1991, he was appointed a Judicial Commissioner of the Supreme
Court of Singapore (a full time post, equivalent to the office of an
acting High Court Judge) for a fixed term contract that expired at
the end of 1992. During his term, he dealt with a full caseload of
civil litigation and 15 of his reasoned Judgments are reported in
the Singapore Law Reports. He returned to private practice at the
beginning of 1993 and since 2003 has practised as an independent
Barrister and Arbitrator.

In 1997, Chief Justice Michael Hwang was appointed as one of the
first 12 Senior Counsel (SC) of the Supreme Court of Singapore
(a status equivalent to that of Queen’s Counsel in England). In
1999, he was elected a Member of the American Law Institute
and also served as a Visiting Professor to the National University of
Singapore, teaching advocacy and commercial arbitration. Between
2000 and 2003, he served as a Commissioner of the United Nations
Compensation Commission (UNCC) based in Geneva, a body set up
under the Security Council to assess claims against Iraqg arising from
the Gulf War. From 2008 to 2010, he served as President of the Law
Society of Singapore.

Chief Justice Hwang is Singapore’s Non-Resident Ambassador to
Switzerland and an Adjunct Professor of the National University
of Singapore. He is also a Council Member of the International
Council of Arbitration for Sport at Lausanne and a former member
of the Permanent Court of Arbitration in The Hague, a former
court member of the London Court of International Arbitration, a
former Vice President of the International Council for Commercial
Arbitration and a former Vice Chairman of the International Court
of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce. He is a
Trustee of the Dubai International Arbitration Centre.

In 2009 Chief Justice Michael Hwang was also appointed a
member of the Special Tribunal Related to Dubai World, which was
established pursuant to Decree No. 57 of 2009.

Deputy Chief Justice
Sir Anthony David Colman

Justice Sir Anthony Colman was appointed Deputy Chief Justice
in June 2010. He was appointed as Justice of the DIFC Courts
in January 2008. He served as a Judge of the Commercial Court
in the High Court, London, from 1992 to 2007, specialising in
commercial litigation, particularly international oil and gas industry

disputes; international sole agency, sole distributorship and joint-
venture disputes; primary insurance and reinsurance disputes,
including marine and aircraft insurance; international banking and
credit disputes; commercial fraud; and cases involving issues of
American law.

From 1996 to 1997 Deputy Justice Sir Anthony Colman was the
Judge in Charge of the UK Commercial Court in London. In 2000,
he became the Chairman of Inquiry of the re-opened investigation
into the Loss of MV Derbyshire and at the same time he held the
position of Special Adviser to the Ministry of Justice of the Czech
Republic on Civil Procedure. In 2002, he became a Consultant to
the European Commission on Czech Republic’s accession to the EU
and in the following year on Slovakia’s accession to the union. In
2006, he received an award from the Czech Republic (Gratias Agit
Award) for services to Czech judicial reform and judicial education.
Justice Sir Anthony Colman was a co-founder and member of the
Management Committee of the European Commercial Judges
Forum from 2002 until 2007. Since 2002, he has presided as
Honorary President of the Italian Society for Mediation and Principal
of the Faculty of Mediation and Vice President of the Academy of
Experts in London. He was educated at Harrogate Grammar School
and Trinity Hall, Cambridge, where he achieved a Double First in
Law Tripos.

Deputy Chief Justice Sir Anthony Colman practised as a Barrister
of Gray’s Inn at the Commercial Bar from 1962 to 1992,
specialising in primary insurance and reinsurance including marine
insurance, maritime disputes, banking and international trade
and distributorship agreements, ICC and ICSID arbitrations. He
also acted as an ICC, LCIA and ICSID Arbitrator and a Fellow of
the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators. He was appointed Queen’s
Counsel in 1977 and Master of the Bench of Gray's Inn in 1986.
Deputy Chief Justice Sir Anthony Colman was also Chairman of the
Commercial Bar Association (COMBAR), a role he held from 1990
until 1992.

He now practices as an International Arbitrator in commercial
disputes, based in London and Singapore.

Justice Tan Sri Siti Norma Yaakob
Justice Tan Sri Siti Norma Yaakob was appointed as a Justice of the
DIFC Courts in January 2008 and she was the first woman judge
in the UAE. She retired as Chief Judge of Malaya in January 2007,
having held office since February 2005. After qualifying as a Barrister
in London in 1962, she was appointed as a Senior Assistant Registrar
in the Kuala Lumpur High Court the following year. Before becoming
Chief Judge she held a series of senior judicial and legal positions in
Malaysia including that of President of the Sessions Court, Kuala
Lumpur; Chief Registrar of the Federal Court, Malaysia; High Court
Judge, Malaya; Judge of the Court of Appeal, Malaysia; and Judge
of the Federal Court, Malaysia.

Justice Tan Sri Siti Norma Yaakob was President of the Association
of Women Lawyers from 1976 to 1977 and President of the Judicial
and Legal Service Officers’ Association from 1979 to 1981. She has
served as a Council Member, a Regional Vice-President and President
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of the Commonwealth Magistrates’ Association, and as Secretary,
Governing Council Member and Executive Council Member of the
Asean Law Association, as well as being a Member of the Judicial and
Legal Service Commission.

Justice Tan Sri Siti Norma Yaakob has represented Malaysia at many
international conferences and seminars including Commonwealth
Magistrates’ Conferences, Commonwealth Law Ministers’ Meeting,
the International Conference of Appellate Magistrates and the
United Nations’ 29th Commission on the Status of Women.

She s also an Eisenhower Fellow and presently holds the position of
Vice-President of the Eisenhower Fellows Association of Malaysia.
She also serves as a Pro-Chancellor, University of Malaya, sits on
the board of four companies and is very active in the running of
two charitable foundations. In late November 2007, the Master
Benchers of her alma mater, Gray’s Inn, London, elected her as an
Honorary Bencher of that Inn.

Justice Sir John Murray Chadwick
Justice Sir John Chadwick was appointed as a Justice of the DIFC
Courts in January 2008, having served for 10 years until 2007 as
a Judge of the Court of Appeal of England and Wales. He had
previously held senior judicial appointments as a Judge of the High
Court of England and Wales (Chancery Division) and a Judge of
the Courts of Appeal of Jersey and Guernsey. He is also President
of the Court of Appeal of the Cayman Islands since 2008.

Justice Sir John Chadwick was called to the Bar of England and
Wales in 1966. He was standing counsel to the UK Department of
Trade and Industry from 1974 until 1980, when he was appointed
Queen’s Counsel. In private practice, he undertook both litigation
and advisory work, principally in property, company, insolvency,
banking and insurance matters. His experience includes litigation
in Malaysia, Hong Kong and Bermuda.

In 2009, Justice Sir John Chadwick was also appointed a Member of
the Special Tribunal Related to Dubai World, established pursuant to
Decree No. 57 of 2009.

Justice A R David Williams QC

Justice David A. R. Williams was appointed as a Judge of the DIFC
Courts in January 2008. He graduated LL.B from the University of
Auckland Law School in 1965 and LL.M from Harvard University the
following year. He was admitted to the New Zealand Bar in 1965, the
Australian Bar in 1987 and to the English Bar in 2003. For many years
he practised as a Commercial Barrister in New Zealand and overseas.

Justice David A. R. Williams' wide-ranging judicial experience includes
appointments as a Judge of the High Court of New Zealand, which
he served from 1991 to 1994, a Judge of the High Court of the Cook
Islands on which he served from 2000 to 2005. He also served as
Chief Justice of the Cook Islands, from 2005 to 2010 and he has been
a Judge of the Court of Appeal of the Cook Islands since 2010.

In addition to his current judicial duties Justice David A R Williams
is a leading international Arbitrator and has extensive experience
in ICC, LCIA, and ICSID arbitrations. He was recently one of three
arbitrators in a State-to-State arbitration, USA v Canada case
involving disputed trade subsidies. He has served as a Member
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of the ICC Court of International Arbitration (Paris) and the London
Court of International Arbitration, and as a Board Member of the
American Arbitration Association. He is presently a Member of the
International Council for Commercial Arbitration (ICCA). He is an
Honorary Professor at the University of Auckland Law School.

H.E. Justice Ali Shamis Al Madhani

H.E. Justice Ali Al Madhani was appointed as a Justice of the DIFC
Courts in 2008. He was also appointed a Small Claims Tribunal
Judge in 2007, having played a key role in its establishment. He
joined the DIFC Courts in 2005 as a Senior Judicial Officer, having
previously been a member of the 2004 committee tasked with the
creation of the DIFC Courts. He brings with him a wealth of legal
experience from within the UAE and the Gulf region alike.

H.E. Justice Ali Al Madhani has been instrumental in increasing the
understanding of the DIFC Courts within the UAE's legal community,
formalising agreements with other courts in the UAE, establishing the
DIFC Courts' lecture series, and supporting the development of the DIFC
Courts’ Pro-Bono Programme and Code of Professional Conduct.

Prior to his career at the DIFC Courts, H.E. Justice Ali Al Madhani
worked with the Dubai Financial Services Authority, where he
consulted on the application of UAE and Dubai legislation throughout
2004. From 1994 until 1998, he was a Public Prosecutor for Dubai
Public Prosecution. In 1998, he was appointed by the Ruler of Dubai
to serve as a Judge in the Dubai Courts.

H.E. Justice Ali Al Madhani obtained his Masters in International
and Comparative Commercial Law at the School of African and
Oriental Studies, University of London in September 2007.

H.E. Justice Omar Juma Al Muhairi
H.E. Justice Omar Al Muhairi was appointed as a Justice of
the DIFC Courts in 2008. He was also appointed a Small
Claims Tribunal Judge in 2007, having played a key role in the
development of the Tribunal function.

H.E. Justice Omar Al Muhairi initially joined the DIFC Courts as a Senior
Judicial Officer in 2005. During his tenure with the DFSA, he consulted
on the laws of the UAE and the adoption of DIFC laws. He was also a
Member of the 2004 committee that established the DIFC Courts.

H.E. Justice Omar Al Muhairi is a founding Member of the Joint
Committee of the Dubai Courts and the DIFC Courts, following the
agreement which was signed in December 2008. H.E. Justice Omar
Al Muhairi brings to the DIFC Courts an in-depth knowledge of the
workings of the Dubai judicial system gained in a career starting in 1994,
when he was appointed as a Prosecutor for Dubai Public Prosecution
and served as Prosecutor for four years. In 1998, he was appointed by
the Ruler of Dubai to serve as a Judge in the Dubai Courts.

From November 2005 to September 2006, H.E. Justice Omar Al
Muhairi attended the School of African and Oriental Studies,
University of London.

In March 2008, H.E. Justice Omar Al Muhairi was appointed as
a Member of the Committee set up to review and implement
changes to the Judicial Institute of Dubai. He is also a member of
the Education Council of the Judicial Committee of Dubai.

Shamlan Al Sawalehi,

Shamlan Abdulrahman Al Sawalehi was appointed a Judicial Officer and
a Small Claims Tribunal Judge in 2010.

he DIFC Courts has established a reputation for

furthering regional justice. Their mission to unfailingly

uphold the principles of fairness and impartiality and to

consistently dispense equal justice according to the law
and international best practice, has lead to the implementation
of a number of judicial innovations, including many firsts for
the region.

Small Claims Tribunal Expansion

The Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT"”) was the busiest of all of the
DIFC Courtsin 2010. The role and performance of the consultation
service that produced expeditious and fair justice, without the
need for lawyers, to more than 162 users, with cases worth
less than AED100,000, was applauded by participants in and
observers of the UAE economy in the year. In response to requests
from the business and legal community to allow greater use of
the Small Claims Tribunal, the threshold jurisdiction was widened
from AED100,000 to allow the Tribunal to hear employment
cases of any amount, provided the parties agree and to hear all
other cases up to a monetary limit of AED500,000, subject to the
parties’ agreement.

The Judicial Authority has also entered into Memoranda of
Understanding locally with the UAE Ministry of Justice, the Ras
Al Khaimah Courts’ Department and the Dubai Judicial Institute
and, internationally, with the Jordanian Ministry of Justice during
the first-half of 2010.

The DIFC Courts have a mission to provide accessibility to justice
and to ensure that all parties are on equal footing in proceedings
before the Courts. As there is a need in the community for
pro bono legal representation (e.g. an employee who feels that
he has been wrongfully terminated at work, and due to current
unemployment does not have the means to hire a lawyer),
the Courts developed, and are in the midst of refining, the
Pro—Bono Programme, to ensure as far as possible that bona fide
litigants without the means to secure legal representation are not
denied justice.

Launched in 2009, the DIFC Courts’ Pro-Bono Programme
is a regional first. The Court has heard two cases in which a
litigant was represented pro bono, one in 2009 and the other
in 2010.

Law firms are often expected by institutional clients, which have a
strong corporate social responsibility mandate, to have a pro—bono
track record. The Pro—Bono scheme, in addition to helping litigants,
also helps the law firms build up such a track record. Thus, the
Pro-Bono Programme is of value to both bona fide litigants
without means for legal representation, as well as the legal
profession in the region.

“The SCT is a welcome addition to the
dispute resolution framework in DIFC
that seeks to enhance access to justice for
SME’s and individuals with lower value
claims that may not be pursued through
the traditional Courts’ processes due to
cost and time factors.”

Drawing over 100
participants, the event was attended by lawyers, judges from
the Dubai and RAK Courts and Dubai Police officials.

® The third DIFC Lecture Series on e-disclosure was held in
conjunction with TRILANTIC and was led by Senior Master
Steven Whitaker, former Chief Justice Sir Anthony Evans, Nigel
Murray of TRILANTIC and Graham Lovett of Clifford Chance.
The event was attended by 75 participants.

®|n November, the final lecture of the year focussed on
“Enforcement Arbitration Awards”. It was led by Chief Justice
Michael Hwang, Justice David Williams and Richard Briggs,
Executive Partner, Hadef & Partners.

The DIFC Courts met 100 per cent of its
accessibility performance targets in 2010.

Knowledge Sharing

The DIFC Courts embraces knowledge sharing and is always
happy to introduce the international legal, business, academic
and political communities to the Courts, first-hand and on-
site. In 2010, the Courts continued its tradition of welcoming
various delegations. Visitors from organisations such as
the International Monetary Fund, the Attorney General to
Ireland and the American University of Sharjah met with the
Courts’ team and heard presentations on the workings of
the Courts.

The Dubai Judicial Institute’s DIFC
Courts’ Workshop

A two-day interactive workshop was hosted by the Dubai Judicial
Institute (“DJI”) and the DIFC Courts in September 2010. The
sessions sought to make legal experts and specialists aware of
the important professional practices followed by courts, including
specialisation, and case assignment, bankruptcy and conduct
management.

On the sidelines of the event, a series of lectures were delivered
by a number of prominent speakers, including representatives of
the DIFC Courts. DIFC Courts’ Deputy Chief Justice Sir Anthony
Colman gave a lecture on “Case Management”, while Registrar,
Mark Beer spoke about “General Rules on Costs”. A third
lecture entitled “Jurisdiction” was given by H.E. Justice Omar Al
Mubhairi, and Justice Sir John Chadwick gave a lecture addressing
“Trial Preparation”. H.E. Justice Ali Al Madhani also delivered a
presentation titled “Introduction to the Small Claims Tribunal”.

Memorandum of Understanding with
the Jordanian Ministry of Justice

In order to enhance cooperation and the exchange of expertise
between the DIFC Courts and the Jordanian Ministry of Justice, a
Memorandum of Understanding (“MoU") was signed between the
two parties in 2010. This was the Courts’ first international MoU.

Signed by Jordanian Minister of Justice, H.E. Ayman Odeh and DIFC
Courts’ former Chief Justice Sir Anthony Evans, the agreement
outlined mechanisms needed to support a close working partnership
in the future. H.E. Odeh, stressed the importance of the MoU as a
reflection of the bilateral cooperation between the two countries to
remain up to date with the latest legal and judicial information.

Unified Efforts in the UAE
Memorandum of Understanding
with the UAE Ministry of Justice

The Memorandum of Understanding (“MoU") between the UAE
Ministry of Justice and DIFC Courts, signed in 2010, solidified an
already strong alliance between the two organisations.

It also reinforces the ongoing cooperation between the two
parties to strengthen the continued commitment to achieving key
strategic objectives, including matters relating to multi-disciplinary
procedures and judicial enforcement and it is expected to extend to
the deployment of techniques such as electronic case management and
electronic registration.

The signing was witnessed by Their Excellencies Dr Hadif bin Jouan
Al Dhahiri and Ahmed Humaid Al Tayer, Governor of the Dubai
International Financial Centre. H.E. Dr Hadif bin Jouan Al Dhahiri, UAE
Minister of Justice, praised the role of the DIFC Courts in ensuring the
rule of law and the delivery of services in accordance with international
practices in performance and speed of delivery, and in raising the
efficiency of judicial work in the country. He also acknowledged the
international recognition the Courts had gained through its expertise
and capabilities.

Memorandum of Understanding
Ras Al Khaimah Courts

The DIFC Courts and the Ras Al Khaimah Courts (“RAK Courts”) signed
a landmark Memorandum of Understanding (“MoU") to formalise their
cooperationin 2010. The Memorandum reinforces the close ties between
the two Courts and their ongoing commitment to collaboration and
knowledge sharing in order to deliver world-class justice in the UAE.

The agreement demonstrated both Courts’ desire to promote a mutual
understanding of each other’s founding laws, procedures, rules and
aspirations to enable them to provide transparent, efficient and
independent justice through shared responsibilities. In signing, the DIFC
Courts and RAK Courts committed to encouraging frank and open
discussion and exchange of views on the legal and judicial system,

The Joint Committee aims to strengthen the strategic cooperation of
the two Courts. Initiatives in 2010 focused on solidifying the protocol
concerning jurisdiction, enforcement of mutual judgments and the
development of mechanisms that regulate judicial co-operation in
relation to the Notary Public and judicial notices.

Developing mechanisms for mutual training and the exchange of
experience between members of both the DIFC Courts and the
Dubai Courts remained another aim of the cooperation in 2010. So
too did considering and providing opinions on current legislations
and draft laws and finding and implementing practical solutions to
challenges encountered.
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Joint Committee achievements included the joint hosting of
introductive lectures on the Dubai judicial system by the DIFC
Courts in cooperation with Dubai Judicial Institute. The two Courts
also exchanged their 2009 Annual Reports and distributed these
to their respective stakeholders jointly. In addition, a knowledge
transfer programme was held with Judicial Officer Shamlan Al
Sawalehi at the Enforcement Division in Dubai Courts in 2010.

Enforcement Protocol in Action

The DIFC Courts working partnership with the Dubai Courts was
reinforced throughout 2010, not least with the exercising of
the Enforcement Protocol. The Protocol, which describes how
the Execution Judge at Dubai Courts can enforce DIFC Courts’
judgements, orders and arbitral awards and vice versa, proved an
invaluable tool in ensuring consistency in the delivery of fair and
efficient justice across both centres and therefore reassurance for
users of both Courts.

A total of 27 enforcement cases were filed successfully in the
year and both courts issued a joint statement affirming their
commitment to the Protocol and its ongoing success, as well as their
dedication to upholding the 2009 Memorandum of Understanding,
in 2010, which was welcomed by the legal community serving
both jurisdictions. B

Courts strive for operational excellence across the board. Since its
inception in 2005, the Courts have been widely and internationally
applauded for utilising best-in-class systems and technology. Many
of the systems they operate are regional-firsts and stand as global
examples of effective adoption.

In a 2010 Independent Users’ Survey, 71 per
cent of respondents were very satisfied with the
registration processes’ availability and reliability.

Courts’ Users’ Committee

Established in 2009, the DIFC Courts’ Users’ Committee acts as a
liaison between the DIFC Courts and the users of the Courts. The
Committee assists the Courts in providing an efficient, economical
and professional service to all of its users. In 2010, the Committee met
quarterly to review the Courts’ systems and practices, as well as their
strategic direction and focus. The Charter outlining the Committee’s
responsibilities and commitments was updated during the year.

Rules Sub-Committee

In 2010, a Rules Sub—-Committee was established under the
Courts’ Users’” Committee. This group, the purpose of which is to
clarify, amend and update the DIFC Courts’ rules, met twice in the
year. The Deputy Chief Justice, Sir Anthony Colman was appointed
Chairman of the Committee and eight other members were
appointed to the body.

Customer Service Award

The DIFC Courts’ dedication to the Courts’ users’ experience was
celebrated in 2010, when the Courts’ team won the UAE Customer

Sustainable practises

The implementation of the on-line Case Management System
has furthered the Courts’ push towards a paperless office. The
management of web-based forms and on-line case administration
has vastly reduced the need for printing in the DIFC Courts’ offices,
which aims to operate in a sustainable and environmentally
efficient way.

The comprehensive nature of the DIFC Courts’ website, also allows
for less printing, as do the information screens around the Courts.

The DIFC Courts’ ‘Operation and Workflow’
achieved a satisfaction level of 72 per cent
in 2010, a six point increase from 2009, in
an independent Users’ Satisfaction Survey.
Respondents to the survey were mostly
satisfied with the ‘convenience of the
online facility for follow-up and

day-to-day operations’.

Embracing Best-in-class Technology
Web CMS and e-Filing system

In adhering to global best-practice and ahead of many more
established judicial organisations world-wide, in 2010 the Courts
officially launched an online Case Management System (“CMS").
The newweb-based tool hasincreased user accessibility by allowing
lawyers registered with the DIFC Courts, and any other interested
parties to access up-to-the-minute updates of case listings and
public documents online. Each user is now able to stream
automatic feeds to their email accounts featuring news regarding
public events and case filings, which can also be delivered via
RSS feed.

In line with DIFC Courts’ drive for efficiency, the new e-filing
system will allow users to file claim forms and application
notices online and incorporates the three most frequently used
forms to initiate a case or file an application. More e-forms
are envisaged as the Courts progress towards the vision of a
paperless service. The new system performs all initial validation
of the data provided and returns verified sealed documents
almost immediately. The automated system allows staff
to allot their time to specialised tasks associated with
progressing cases, as opposed to spending time on minor
administrative tasks.

Video Conferencing Improvements

The DIFC Courts’ video conferencing facilities were also improved
in the year. The increased 16 ISDN lines now better facilitate
international testimony and participation. This was in line with the
needs to the Special Tribunal to Dubai World and the increasing
complexities of Court of First Instance cases. B

This trend was attributable to a general downturn in the
economy in 2008 and 2009, which saw an increase in disputes in
that period. Out of the 36 CFl cases in 2009, almost half (17) were
employment cases, with seven alone pertaining to remuneration
disputes with one investment company.

While the caseload decreased, the same could not be said for the
complexity of the claims that the Court was asked to adjudicate
upon in 2010. Last year saw a wider variety of claim types, and,
in certain cases, the complexity was high, e.g. a USD84 million
claim pertaining to the adjudication over an Islamic finance
instrument (a Murabaha contract). Jurisdiction arguments became
more intricate, perhaps as parties increasingly tried to squeeze
themselves within the jurisdiction of the Courts. B

The Anatomy of a Small Claims
Tribunal Case

Lodging a Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT") case could not be simpler.
Short Claim Forms can be easily completed in person at the DIFC
Courts, or via fax, or on line at the DIFC Courts’ website. Details of
all addresses can be found at the end of this report.

Claimants should be sure to provide a summary of the remedy
being sought and the reasons for claiming entitlement to this
remedy on their application. A statement of the monetary value
of the small claim is also required before the application is filed.

*The SCT has jurisdiction to hear
claims:

m Where the amount of the claim or the value of the subject-
matter of the claim does not exceed AED 100,000; or

m Where the claim pertains to the employment or former
employment of a party and all parties to the claim elect in
writing that it be heard by the SCT; or

m Which do not fall within the provisions of the above paragraphs,
but in respect of which (i) the amount of the claim or the
value of the subject-matter of the claim does not exceed AED
500,000; and (ii) all parties to the claim elect in writing that it
be heard by the SCT

When bringing a claim in the Tribunal, the Rules stipulate, that
lawyers are not permitted to represent any of the parties, unless a
Tribunal Judge decides otherwise.

After filing a claim with the DIFC Courts, the Registry office will
serve the claim form on the Defendant. The Defendant will then
have seven days to either: (i) admit the claim; (ii) file a defence to
the claim; or (iii) make an application to dispute the jurisdiction,
supported by evidence.

With a defence, or an application to dispute the jurisdiction applied
for, both parties concerned will have to attend a consultation

before a Small Claims Tribunal Judge. The primary purpose of the
consultation will be to allow the parties to attempt to resolve their
dispute. The Small Claims Tribunal Judge will listen to both sides of
the case and attempt to mediate the dispute to arrive at a
settlement within two weeks.

If the dispute is not resolved in the consultation stage, the matter
will then be fixed for hearing within one week. 90 percent of
cases are resolved within three weeks at the Small Claims
Tribunal, a track record maintained since 2009.

A process exists to support an appeal process, should a user wish
to pursue that avenue. Where appropriate, the Small Claims
Tribunal Judge may order that the small claim be transferred to
the Court of First Instance.

To remain accessible to all, filing fees are low. For example, an
employment dispute would cost two per cent of the value of the
claim with a minimum of AED200. The filing fee for all other
claims equals five per cent of the value of the claim, with a
minimum of AED500. Additional, but minimal fees are incurred
when a case is relocated to the Court of First Instance.

COURT OF FIRST INSTANCE

Significant Cases

A Question of Jurisdiction

An international commercial court such as the DIFC Courts operates
at once both within and separately from a municipal legal framework.
In such a context, it is natural for parties to choose either to squeeze
themselves within, or resist, the jurisdiction of the Courts, for tactical
reasons. It is especially crucial for the DIFC Courts to give careful
thought to each and every pronouncement on jurisdiction, even as
the merits of each individual case are being adjudicated upon, as their
precedential force means a strong shaping effect on the reach of the
DIFC Courts' powers.

This, in turn, would have crucial ramifications on two policy
imperatives. Firstly, the need to preserve the raison d'étre of the DIFC
Courts, which is to provide a strong dispute resolution forum that
is readily available to international financial institutions and investors
in the DIFC who are familiar with a common law system. Secondly,
the need not to assert jurisdiction at the expense of municipal Dubai
Courts, so as to preserve and enhance the full judicial cooperation
between both systems that go toward maintaining a strong judicial
system in Dubai as a whole. Last year saw four significant decisions (in
two cases) on jurisdiction handed down; these are summarised below
as a snapshot of how the jurisdictional issue was approached in a way
that both followed established principles of law and took into account
the two policy imperatives.

Dr Lothar Ludwig Hardt and
Another v DAMAC (DIFC) Co Ltd et
al (No. 1 and No. 2) CFl 036/2009

The two judgments handed down in this case are noteworthy in
indicating how the DIFC Courts adopt a cautious and painstaking
analysis in order not to encroach on the Dubai Courts’ jurisdiction
where the latter properly had such jurisdiction. In particular, the text
set out in this case as to what constituted a “branch” of a DIFC
Company, over which the DIFC Courts had jurisdiction, would go some
way in deterring future parties from arguing that entities with just the
most tenuous of links with DIFC companies and establishments were
subject to the DIFC Courts’ jurisdiction.

On 31 March 2010, judgment in Hardt (No.1) was handed down
by Justice Sir Anthony Colman. The 37 contracts between parties
over various properties largely outside the DIFC (only one out of
four properties was within the DIFC) stated that these were to be
“governed by the Laws of the United Arab Emirates and the Laws
of Dubai”, and that the “Courts of Dubai” were to have exclusive
jurisdiction. The First Defendant was a DIFC Company. It belonged
to the same corporate structure as the entities which had allegedly
breached various contractual obligations against the Claimants.
The Claimants brought proceedings within the DIFC on the basis
of these connections. The 2009 Protocol provided for jurisdiction of
the DIFC Courts over “any of the Centre’s companies and branches
of companies and establishments that are established or licensed to
operate in the DIFC”. The First Defendant argued that the DIFC Courts
had no jurisdiction to try the case.
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His Honour agreed that the DIFC Courts had no jurisdiction and gave

judgment for the First Defendant. In particular:

® His Honour carefully analysed the factual matrix of the case, and
noted that at the time the transactions were entered into, the
DIFC Land Law was not in force yet. Thus even for the land in the
DIFC, municipal Dubai law (rather than DIFC Land Law) governed
transactions over land.

® His Honour was not slow in calling the Claimants’ assertion “a
complete misunderstanding of the 2009 Protocol”. Giving a
restrictive reading to “branches”, His Honour noted that the
word must refer to entities that were both set up within the DIFC
and were branches of companies and establishments licensed to
operate within the DIFC.

Taaleem PJSC v National Bonds
Corporation PJSC and Deyaar
Development PJSC (No. 1 and No. 2)
CF1 014/2010

In two judgments in this important case, Justice Sir John Chadwick
gave extensive consideration to the most significant legislative
and administrative bases of the DIFC Courts’ jurisdiction in two
judgments, dated 21 October 2010 (Judgment No.1) and the other
21 November 2010 (Judgment No.2). This case is noteworthy
in that it shows that the DIFC Courts are constantly alive to the
implications of the jurisdiction question, and that the DIFC Courts
would make it a practice to analyse the factual and legal matrices
carefully to ensure that the jurisdiction question was answered
correctly. If after such a process the analysis indicated that the DIFC
Courts properly had such jurisdiction, then the Judges would not
hesitate to accept it, yet exercise circumspection in not imposing its
views on the municipal Dubai Courts.

The Claimant sought declaratory relief against the First Defendant,
which alleged that the Claimants were not liable to pay the
First Defendant an amount of some AED 236 million under an
agreement. The agreement provided that the parties agreed that
the “courts of Dubai, UAE” had jurisdiction to hear and determine
disputes that might arise from the agreement. The subject matter
of the agreement was land within the DIFC, which came under
DIFC Law No.4 of 2007 (concerning land within the DIFC) only
12 months before the date of the agreement. The First Defendant
resisted the claim on the basis that the DIFC Courts had no
jurisdiction.

In Judgment No.2, His Honour set out an extensive analysis of the
first principles of the DIFC Courts’ jurisdiction. His Honour then
distinguished the present case from the Hardt case, on the basis that
the Court in Hardt omitted to consider whether “Courts of Dubai”
could properly refer both to the municipal Dubai Courts and the
DIFC Courts, leaving the choice between those Courts to be made
in accordance with the laws of Dubai. Thus, the Court in Taaleem
was free to consider the question anew. In doing so, His Honour
examined the nature and events of the transaction at length.

His Honour then required that the Claimant must be a party to any
such contract or transaction and further the contract or transaction



must form an essential part of his cause of action (applying the
earlier case of Shibab Khalil v Shuaa Capital psc (CFI 017/2009).
These are relatively high thresholds to be crossed which ensure
that the DIFC Courts do not open their jurisdictional doors
too wide; rather only contracts and transactions which have
a real relation to the DIFC can be subject to the jurisdiction
of the DIFC Courts under Art 5(A)(1)(b). His Honour satisfied
himself that the transactions he analysed prior to that met
these threshold requirements, before holding that the DIFC
Courts properly had such jurisdiction to hear the case. His
Honour went on to ensure that the approach he took would
be consonant with the approach the municipal Dubai Courts
would take in a similar case.

Even as the DIFC Courts accepted jurisdiction, they were clear that
acceptance of jurisdiction did not mean that they would impose
on the Dubai Courts’ powers to hear the same case. In Judgment
No.1, in which the Claimant applied for the First Defendant to be
prohibited from proceeding with its suit against the Claimant in the
Dubai Courts for same sums allegedly owed it, His Honour held
that even as the DIFC Courts accepted jurisdiction, “the sensible
course is to allow the Dubai Civil Court to consider the matter
unimpeded by the order of this Court in the terms sought in the
present application. The Dubai Civil Court will know that this Court
has made the order of 26 September accepting jurisdiction... It is
far too early to accept that the Dubai Civil Court will arrive at a
conclusion which differs from the conclusion of this Court.” B
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The DIFC Courts’ outlook for 2011 is positive and expectant of

further growth and development. The achievements made in 2010

will enable increased efficiencies throughout the coming year. They

will also accommodate the predicted continuance of the following

trends, set in 2010:

H Increasing case load in the Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT"), as
the function provides an invaluable support for the smaller and
medium sized businesses operating within DIFC jurisdiction.

m The Court of First Instance as a first choice for complex and
valuable cases, but with a levelling in the amount of cases
brought, in light of the settling economic background.

® Working closely with our UAE, regional and now international
courts partners in best practice sharing and towards furthering
justice in the Middle East.

® Developments in the Courts’ staffing, in the team’s skills set,
experience and size.

m Exemplifying international best standards in courts’ systems
and technology.
